After the resignation of Pastor Heinicke in 1918, St. Paul’s congregation needed a new
pastor. The congregation was recovering from the challenges that WWI brought to German
speaking congregations. There was still a need for a pastor who was fluent in German, for this
was the language that many of the congregation still were most comfortable with. But English
was now the primary language of the congregation and school. For many of the children born
after this time German was the “secret” language - the language the grownups spoke when they
didn’t want the children to understand what they were saying.

Pastor Godfrey Hamm [1872-1934] came to St. Paul’s congregation in 1918. Like Pastor
Heinicke he had been born in Missouri to immigrants from Germany. His father, Henry Hamm
[1832-1908], was born in Hanover Germany and was a Lutheran school teacher. Pastor Hamm
was born in 1872 and was an 1897 graduate of the Seminary at Springfield, Illinois [which is
now located in Ft. Wayne, Indiana]. He served churches in Missouri and Illinois. He came here
with his wife, Isabelle [Metzner] Hamm, and their three children: Hulda, Irene and Kenneth. The

archives has a copy of one of his newsletters from December 1928 from which the following is
taken:

The sweetest Christmas Greeting is found in the second chapter according
to the gospel of St. Luke, verse 10. No sweeter message was ever heard by sinful
mortals, for thus we read: “And the angel said unto them, Fear not; for, behold,

I bring you good tidings of great joy, which shall be to all people. For unto you is
born in the city of David, a SAVIOR, which is Christ the Lord.”

This is the sweetest message, for all are in need of a savior. In this Savior
we find full pardon, become the children of God, and heirs unto life everlasting.

GOOD WILL TOWARD MEN.. [Luke 2:14]

A HAPPY AND PROSPEROUS NEW YEAR TO EVERY READER....
Caroling was a pleasant feature observed by many of our young people on
Christmas eve. “Silent Night” rendered by the young people was very much

enjoyed by the pastor. ‘

Pastor Hamm followed the custom of teaching school in 1919 and 1926-1927 in the
absence of the principal. In 1921 individual communion cups were used for the first time, and
the communicants stood rather than knelt to receive communion. In 1922 the congregation
began the practice of confessing the creed in unison at all services. In 1924 the candles on the
altar were electrified, and a new chandelier for the church was given by Mr. Charles Harding. .
Since the pastor had bought a new car, a new garage was built at the parsonage on Michigan
Street. In 1926 the new parish hall was dedicated. Members Mr. & Mrs. John Heldt donated
their home on Franklin Street as the new parsonage in 1928. The pastor’s family moved there
the next year, and the parsonage on Michigan Street was sold. [Both these buildings have since
been torn down, and replaced by parking lots.] Pastor Hamm became ill in 1932, and he
resigned in April of 1933 because of continued poor health. He and his family retired to
Missouri where he died in July of 1934,
