- The Lutheran Women’s Quarterly for Spring 2008 has an article entitled
“Risking it all for the Gospel” which mentions the first medical missionary of
the Lutheran Church Missouri Synod - Louise [Lulu] Ellerman of Evansville,
Indiana.

“In 1913 the American Lutheran Church - Missouri Synod [LCMS] resolved
to initiate medical mission work in India, women’s societies pledged S600 to
the cause and Lulu Ellerman began a veranda medical dispensary from her
bungalow in Bargur, India. It was a small effort amidst overwhelming need, her
fellow missionaries were not always supportive, and she often shut down the
dispensary for weeks and months at a time to care for ill missionary
personnel.” A Rainbow of Saris Janice Kemper Brauer, ed. St. Louis, Mo.
1996. p 53.

Louise [Lulu] Ellerman was born in 1884 in Evansville, Indiana, and was
baptized and confirmed at Trinity Lutheran in Evansville. She was the fourth
child of Herman and Margaretha Maria Bischoff Ellermann. Her father was
born in Hanover, Germany, and her mother was born in Indiana, and baptized
and confirmed by Pastor Sauer of Jackson County, Indiana. Louise’s parents
moved to Evansville shortly before her birth. After the death of her mother in
1891 she was raised by her uncle and aunt, George and Minnie Bishoff. Her
father later remarried and worked for a time in St. Louis, Missouri. Both of
Louise’s parents and her stepmother are buried at the Lutheran cemetery in
Evansville.

Her passport describes her as 5”1’ tall with blue eyes and light hair. She
completed her nursing course at Deaconess Hospital, and then worked as a
private duty nurse for a number of years. Evidently, Mr. Petersheim of Trinity
encouraged her to enter the field of medical missions. Family sources
remembered that she faced a good deal of opposition from members of the
clergy, who felt that women did not belong in the mission field. Still, she went
to Bangor, British India in 1913 and started the first medical mission for the
Lutheran Church - Missouri Synod. She served from 1913 until 1926, when
she came home for her sabbatical. Concordia Historic Institute has some of
her notes and papers from her work in India. When I looked through them
they were primarily concerned with her work as a Christian teacher.

She expected to return to India at the end of her sabbatical in 1927, but
instead accepted the marriage proposal of Joseph Sunderman, a farmer of
Clarinda, Iowa. Her niece, Mary Ellerman of Trinity, often talked about how
excited the family was for her at that time. Mary donated her aunt Louise’s
nurse’s uniform and diploma to the archives at Deaconess Hospital.

Louise Ellerman Sunderman died on January 11, 1957.
